Operation

1. Turn the dial to ‘: .This means the heater is working on the minimum heat setting (600W).
2. Turn the dial to é This means the heater is working on the maximum heat setting (1200W).

3. Turn the dial to \\_}. This means the heater is working on the minimum heat setting (600W)
and the heater is rotating.

4. Turn the dial to }_'}. This means the heater is working on the maximum heat setting
(1200W) and the heater is rotating.

5. Turn the dial to the OFF position, the heater is in OFF mode.

- Although the patio heater is shower proof, do not use when raining or in wet conditions.

« Always disconnect the power cable from the electrical supply, when the patio heater is not in use.

Storage

When not in use, store this unit in a cool, dry location. To prevent dust and dirt build-up, use the
original packaging to repack this unit.

« Check if the power cord is plugged into an electrical outlet, if not, plug in.
« Check if electricity to the main fuse is working.

« Make certain the power switches are turned on. If not, choose a setting.
